Religious Education

The past few months have been extremely fruitful for members of the Religious Education team. Many primary schools
have availed of opportunities for Continuing Professional Development offered by both Sr. Christine Triay and Brid O’ Brien
primarily in the areas of preparation for the Mass and in familiarization with the Curriculum for Excellence. Twenty six
primary schools availed of these opportunities in the first term. We were also delighted to offer an afternoon to our High
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School R.E teachers facilitated by Ms. Barbara Campbell, recently appointed Diocesan Advisor to both Glasgow and
Motherwell. We cooperated with 5 local Authorities in providing orientation courses to Probationers working in Catholic
Schools and recently brought these probationers together for Mass in Gillis.

A very special feature of recent months has been the inaugural Conference for Aspiring Leaders in Catholic Primary schools
held in the Stirling Management Centre on November 6" 2009. The challenge of attracting Head Teachers is becoming
increasingly difficult and we are immensely grateful to the superb work of the Archdiocesan Recruitment Strategy group
who work extremely hard to devise possible avenues of exploration of this issue. Over 60 Aspiring Leaders attended the
Conference and we will work with them to encourage them to progress towards their goal.

We were pleased to collaborate with the Fife Deanery’s subgroup on Catholic Education and offered a training evening to all
members of Parents Councils in Catholic Schools. Almost all schools in the Deanery were represented and the evening
offered an excellent opportunity for those present to enhance their understanding of Catholic Education and reflect on the
role of Church nominated member in particular.

Forthcoming Events: Sr. Christine will continue to work with schools throughout the term, while other team members will
focus particularly on the development of core learning to complement the Curriculum for Excellence in the area of Religious
Education.
